Explanation of grading method and brief of bills and amendments voted on.
Vote Score is the percent of the legislator's votes that are pro-life.
Total Score includes authoring pro-life (+) or anti-life (-) legislation.
Authoring a pro-life bill adds 10% to the legislator's score.
Authoring an anti-life bill subtracts 10% from the legislator's score.
Authoring a pro-life amendment to a budget bill adds 5% to the legislator's score.

AB 1765: The final version of the State Budget which contains ~$40 million for ~120,000 abortions each year. This vote is 25% of the final vote grade.
AB 9: Strengthens partnerships among community-based organizations (including Planned Parenthood) in multicultural areas
AB 100: An initial version of the State Budget which contains ~$40 million for ~120,000 abortions each year.
AB 368: Entitles schools to receive payment for health services, including reproductive services, during school through the Healthy Families Program.
AB 561: Permanently embeds numerous Planned Parenthood programs within the Office of Family Planning, ensuring maintenance without mandating funding.
AB 996: Pro-life protestors engaged in legal picketing of abortion clinics could be reclassified as terrorists under this bill.
AB 1041: Would require parental consent prior to releasing a child from school for any reason, including reproductive services.
AB 1166: Allows facilities to not call emergency services (911) for inpatients that are receiving hospice care, creating a danger of unnecessary loss of life.
AB 1299: Would allot hospice care to a broad category of patients who are not terminally ill, potentially denying them basic emergency care.
AB 1528: Requires universal employer participation in ensuring health care, including reproductive services, for all Californians.
AB 1762: Medi-Cal deficiency funding, including payment for abortions. The following amendments to restrict such funding were tabled be the votes shown:
-1: No funding of abortions for minors without parental consent.
-2: No funding for partial-birth abortion unless necessary to save the life of the mother.
-3: No funding of abortion without the woman's written assurance of her voluntary consent.
-4: No funding for the purchase, retrieval, or shipment of aborted human embryos or fetuses or parts thereof.
-5: No funding of abortions except for the life of the mother, rape or incest.
AJR 2: Ajoint resolution celebrating 30 years of Roe v. Wade.
SB 2: Promotes universal health insurance with uniform employer health care coverage that includes reproductive services.
SB 53: An initial version of the State Budget which contains ~$40 million for ~120,000 abortions each year. The following amendments to restrict such funding
were tabled by the votes shown:
-1: No funding of abortions except for the life of the mother, rape or incest.
-2: No funding of abortions for minors without parental consent.
-3: No funding of abortions performed after the 20th week of pregnancy.
-4: No funding for the purchase, retrieval, or shipment of aborted human embryos or fetuses or parts thereof.
-5: No funding of abortion without the woman's voluntary and informed consent.

SB 71: Changes California Education Code to provide students with information on preventing pregnancy: contraceptives, condoms, alternate lifestyles, abortion.

SB 133: Prohibits cloning a human being with no exceptions.

SB 139: Allows for safe surrender of newborns to sites designated by county boards of supervisors.

SB 142: Accelerates enrollment of ~42,000 children below age 19 into Medi-Cal, providing contraceptives and abortions without parental notification.
SB 267: Directs State Dept. of Health Services to develop an abstinence program with maximum federal financial participation

SB 322: Establishes a stem cell institutional review board to approve stem cell research, notwithstanding the killing of human embryos.

SB 490: Expands the ability of pharmacists to furnish emergency contraceptives without clinical assessment of the contraceptive user.

SB 545: Forces pharmacies participating in Medi-Cal to offer emergency contraceptives which abort human embryos.

SB 771: Puts California state government in the human stem cell and cloning research business which results in killing embryonic human beings.
SB 778: Seeks California bonds to fund embryonic stem cell research and cloning no longer sanctioned or funded by the federal government.

SB 932: Prevents religious non-profit entities from selling property with provisos that abortions not be performed by the buyer.
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
